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HAND-MADE CRAFTS FROM THE PEOPLE

IN NEED WORKSHOP IN NAMIBIA '/

In the south of Namibia People in Need operates from January
2004. In the sheltered workshop, the “Wake Center” on the edge
of Keetmanshoop, thirtysix (in 2008) women and three men have
found jobs.

Embroidery, bead decorating, textile dolls and ostrich shell paint-
ings are all traditions that belong to the tribe of the Nams and the
Bushmen, who lived in the semi-desert area in southern Namibia.
The workshop offers an opportunity for individuals to develop tra-
ditional craft skills, which many of the townspeople have lost over
the years. The workshop enables the poor people who live within
the Tseiblaagte slum to earn basic inocme for themselves as well
as their families. Clear profit from selling these products in the
Czech Republic is sent back to the people of Keetmanshoop who
originally made these toys, embroideries and decorations.
Namibia is a vast country with its 2 million inhabitants spread bet-
ween the South Pacific and the Kalahari Desert. Namibia did not
obtain full independence from South Africa until 1990. Abolishing
apartheid brought freedom to the Namibians, but the differences
among the people persist. The picture of contemporary Namibia
is comprised not only of diamonds, beautiful wildlife, interesting
culture, but aslo commercial farms which have remained in the
hands of white farmers for generations, HIV/AIDS and TBC. Today,
more than 20% of adults in Namibia are infected by HIV. The virus
has unfortunately created 50,000 orphans and the number climbs
every day. The persistence of poverty, apathy and the lack of edu-
cation all contribute to the rising death-toll due to AIDS.

People in Need staff focuses on providing families affected by
HIV/AIDS and TBC with social work services and psychological and
economical support. In addition, PIN helps foster parents, who
take care of the orphaned children, to obtain social grants which
are provided by the Namibian state and trains volunteers to care
for patients. PIN also provides education in the form of games and
trainings about HIV/AIDS for children growing up in slums.
People in Need, through the support of the Czech Republic's Go-
vernment aims to reduce the social and economic consequences
of HIV/AIDS in the Karas Region in southern Namibia.

Na jihu Namibie spole¢nost Clovék v tisni piisobi od ledna 2004.
V chrdnéné dilné ,Wake Centre“, kterd se nachazi ve slumu na okra-
ji mésta Keetmashoop naslo praci 36 Zen a tfi muZi (v roce 2008).
Vysivani, vyroba ozdob z kordlk( a pStrosich skofapek, vyroba pane-
nek z textilu - to v3e patfi k tradicim kmene Nam{ a Kfovdka, Zijicich
v polopousti. Dilna vytvafi prostor pro rozvoj téchto tradi¢nich
femesel a dovednosti, které postupné upadaji v zapomnéni, a zaro-
ven umoznuje chudym lidem ze slumu Tseiblaagte vydélat si penize
na Zivobyti pro sebe a své rodiny. €isty zisk z prodeje téchto vyrobki
v Ceské republice se vraci zpét do Keetmashoopu k lidem, ktefi tyto
hracky, vysivky a ozdoby vytvorili.

Tato obrovskd zemé s pouhymi dvéma miliony obyvatel, kterd lezi
mezi vodami jizniho Atlantiku a pousti Kalahari, ziskala zpét svoji
nezdvislost na Jihoafrické republice teprve v roce 1990. Odstranéni
apartheidu pfineslo Namibijcim svobodu, ale rozdily mezi lidmi
zdstaly. Diamanty, nadhernd pfiroda, Gspésné komeréni farmy,
vlastnéné po generace bilymi farmafi, i obrovské socidlni rozdily,
rasismus, AIDS a tuberkuldza -to vSe patfi k rozporuplné tvafi dne-
sni Namibie. Vice neZ dvacet procent dospélych obyvatel Nami-
bie trpi onemocnénim HIV/AIDS. Tato nemoc pfipravila o rodice
uZ vice neZ padesdt tisic namibijskych déti a pocet sirotkli roste
kazdym dnem. Chudoba, apatie i nevzdélanost pfispivaji ke stdle
rostoucimu poctu obéti AIDS.

Zaméstnanci spoleénosti se soustfeduji na socialni praci, psycho-
logickou a ekonomickou podporu rodin zasaZzenych predevsim HIV/
AIDS a TBC. Pomahaji babickam, které se mnohdy samy staraji
0 sva vnoucata, ziskat sirot¢i diichody vypldcené namibijskym std-
tem a skoli dobrovolniky pecujici o nemocné. Pfipravuji také hry
a prednasky o AIDS pro déti vyrGstajici na ulicich.

Spolecnost Clovék v tisni se za finanéni podpory vlddy Ceské repub-
liky zaméf¥ila na zmirnéni socidlnich a ekonomickych nasledkl pan-
demie HIV&AIDS v regionu Karas na jihu Namibie.
